1 Press the NEW button to create a new
file.

2 Press the REC button to start recording.

The record indicator light glows orange and
B (Record indicator) appears on the
display. Aim the microphone at the sound
source.
When you press the F2 (DISPLY) button during
recording, you can change the LCD screen
displays.

Press the STOP button to stop recording.
If you want to append additional recordings
tothe same file, press the REC button again.

Overwrite Recording

You can overwrite a previously recorded file from
any point within the file.
Note that the overwritten recordings will be erased.

Select and play the file you want to
overwrite.
Stop playback at the starting point of overwrite.

Press the REC button to start
overwriting.

The record indicator light glows orange and
ECW (Record indicator) appears on the
display.

Press the STOP button to stop
overwriting.

Insert Recording

Additional recording can be inserted into previously
recorded file.

1 Select and play the file you want to insert
an additional recording into.

2 While playing the file, press the
F1(INSERT) button to insert an additional
recording.
[Insert Rec?] appears on the display.

3 Press the REC button to start inserting
an additional recording.
The record indicator light glows orange and
B (Record indicator) appears on the
display. [Insert Rec] and the remaining
recording time will alternate on the display.

Press the STOP button to stop inserting
the additional recording.
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Select the file, then
press the PLAY/OK
button to start
playback.

Press the + or =
button to adjust the
volume.

Press the STOP
button at any point
you want to stop
the playback.

Cue Press and hold the »#1 or FF button while

(Cue) stopped or playing a file.

Review Press and hold the <t or REW button

(Rev) while stopped or playing a file.

Playback Press the F2(SPEED) button during playback.

Speed = Every time the F2(SPEED) button is

pressed, the playback speed will switch.
Play(playback):Normal speed.

Slow Play (slow playback): -50%

Fast Play (fast playback): +50%
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1 Select the file you want to erase.

2 Press the ERASE button.

3 Press the + button to select [File Erase],
then press the PLAY/OK button.

Press the <+ button to select [Start], then
press the PLAY/OK button.

The display changes to [File Erase !] and
erasing will start.

[Erase Done] is displayed when the file is erased.
File numbers will be reassigned automatically.
